On death of John Head in 1772, by his will both mills and kilns were
unmarried daughters Ann and Jane, but Jane pre-deceased him.

1774 Ann Head inherits the mill and kiln for her lifetime, on death of daughter Ann

1775 Richard Head of Hope (1713-1789) inherited the mill and kiln on death of Ann Head
1789 Grandson John Head(1774-1808), of Turner Howe, aged 15, inherited the mill and kiln,
as heir of his father John Head (1743-89) who pre-deceased Richard.

By 1792 Jane Head, widow of High Cross, purchased the mill and kiln from

John Head. The mill combined with the Mill Hill estate.

note: we cannot be certain that Richard Head did not sell the mill after writing his will

in 1784.

note: We do not know when the mill stopped being used, though it is shown disused
on a plan no later than 1792. Brackenthwaite mill was used much longer.
